 As I sit her penning this monthõs 
message, I reflect on the generosity 
that this community exhibits and the 
support that we continue to receive 

which aids us in helping those in need.  We ask, you 
give and we thank you!  However, I am not sure 
that we ever get to chat about how great that need is 
and why your kindness is so important to our 
neighbors.  Just yesterday, I had two families come 
into our office requesting assistance.  The phone 
calls and òdrop-insó by our neighbors who are    
experiencing difficult times have increased over the 
last six months.  It isnõt just United Wayñthe      
demand on services at BridgeséA Community     
Support System  is so great that there is currently a 
30 to 80 day wait for non emergency mental health 
and addiction counseling services; not helped by a 
$200,000 cut in funding for these programs. Our 
Young Parent Program reports that the number of 
pregnant clients addicted to methadone has ampli-
fied. I can go on, our local YMCA  has lost partici-
pants (and income) in its before and after school 
care programs due to families facing unemploy-
ment.  Volunteerism is being affected as the number 
of volunteers for the Girl Scouts  has decreased 
while the request for financial aid has increased. To 
add to this, the Salvation Army  has witnessed more 
donors who have become recipients of services and 
our own Beth-El Center has seen a shift in clients 
from individuals to families (indicating a movement 
from Urban to Suburban).  They have also had to 
expand the number of meals served at the Soup 
Kitchen from 50-60 a day to 75 a day.  The impact on 
our families is being felt everywhere ñKidõs Count 
now has twenty -two children receiving pre -school 
scholarships. These troubling times have resulted in 
an increase in hotline calls to the Domestic Violence 

Services Shelter as well as a òno vacancyó sign, and 
the Rape Crisis Center has twenty new certified 
volunteers to meet the 11% increase in cases over 
last year.  So, my friends, I do thank you.  I thank 
you for understanding that without your help, those 
whom I mentioned above will be lost and if they are 
lost, then so are we.
