UNITED WAY OF MILFORD INITIATIVES:  Meeting Critical Needs  

Community Investment Committee  

United Way of Milford Board of Directors mem-
bers have been meeting since early August with 
business leaders, government agencies, human 
service agencies, and the Chamber of Commerce 
to assess the needs of the community and deter-
mine how the United Way can address gaps in 
services.  Many great ideas have surfaced and the 
process will continue for a few more weeks with 
the committee presenting their findings to the 
Board for discussion in early 2012.   

 òHealthy Choicesó 

The Young Parent Program of Milford and the 
United Way have teamed up to offer a program 
called “Healthy Choices” to middle school youth.  
While the Young Parent Program (YPP) works 
with pregnant and parenting adolescents, the 
organization sees a need to educate and positive-
ly influence the decision making of middle school
-age youth.  The program will take place at the 
Boys and Girls Club of Milford and provides se-
lected students with the information and re-
sources they need to make healthy life choices. 
 

Juvenile Diversion Program  

The Milford Juvenile Justice Diversion Program is 
a collaboration of the Milford Police Department 
and the United Way.  This program gives Milford 
minors who have committed a first time, non-
violent offense the opportunity to avoid an arrest 
record and court appearance.  The program con-
sists of 5 mandatory meetings designed to enable 

the minor to explore the challenges and responsi-
bilities they face and develop healthy solutions, 
and includes a meeting with a certified family 
therapist through Milford Youth and Family Ser-
vices.   

Diaper Drive  

The United Way of Milford is initiating a Diaper 
Drive to assist struggling parents who can’t meet 
this expense.  Because there are no subsidies 
available for diapers, many parents cannot afford 
to change their children frequently enough, lead-
ing to health issues.  We are trying to meet that 
gap and will be working with other local agencies 
including the Young Parent Program of Milford, 
Human Services Department, Salvation Army, 
and Kids Count of Milford.  Diaper donations can 
be dropped off at the United Way Office, 20 Ever-
green Avenue. 

Corporate Volunteer Council  

As part of the 2011 Campaign, the United Way of 
Milford is spearheading a Corporate Volunteer 
Council (CVC), with the intention of raising 
awareness of the community’s needs among local 
businesses.  Business leaders will have the oppor-
tunity to network and collaborate on local pro-
jects meanwhile increasing their visibility within 
the community and building customer trust and 
loyalty.
